courses from Area 2C.

5. This course is not required for students who take CH-106 or a 4-credit STEM variant course in Required Core 1C.  

All students must complete two (2) WI designated classes to fulfill degree requirements.  
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Art and Design Concentration – Students select 22-24 credits, 6 credits in one category and 16-18 credits in a second category.  A minimum 
of 16 credits in ARTS courses is required.
