The Committee met to review the retroactive withdrawal for the students.

In the past there has been a Secretary to the Chairperson of the Committee who could take over as the Chair,
in case the Chairperson is not available. Ms. Capozzoli nominated Dr. Lisa Mertz for the position which was
seconded by Prof. John Buoncora and then she was unanimously elected.
