Narrative summary of committee work: The committee met on a regular basis. 

Faustino Quintanilla reported on what the Art Gallery was doing, and made suggestions for the 

growth of the gallery. Faustino presented an acquisitions report detailing the art objects obtained 

by Queensborough's Art Gallery. Susan Agin reported on the cultural events in the Theatre. The 

committee agreed that integrating our students curriculums into the arts and cultural events on 

campus would be a great advantage.  Methods for achieving this were discussed. This year the 

recommendation that each of QCC's four arts (Art & Photography, Dance, Music, and Speech) 

be represented on this committee was realized. It was very difficult to schedule meetings, at 

every attempted meeting; at least one committee member had a conflict. The student 

representatives assigned to this committee never attended, nor did they communicate with us.
