Whereas, an official policy on bullying has yet to be established by the City University of New York,  157

Whereas, the QCC community, as represented by the Academic Senate, stands unified against bullying, 159 
 160 
Therefore, be it resolved that this body endorses the following statement: 161 
 162 
Queensborough Community College is committed to providing a supportive, safe and positive 163 
environment in which bullying is unacceptable. Bullying is deemed as unacceptable behavior on any 164 
College property, or at any College function, or activity; or through the use of any electronic, digital or 165 
printed materials, whether or not such use occurs on College property.  166

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It is suggested this statement be featured prominently in the College Catalogue, all faculty, staff and 168 
student handbooks, and other publications as deemed necessary and proper by the President. 169

Rationale: 171

Absent an official policy issued by the City University of New York, this official statement by the Academic 173 
Senate affirming a stand against bullying may serve to raise awareness of and encourage further campus 174 
discussion on this crucial issue. 175
